PRESENTATION
Sponsored in 1720 by Mr de Fonscolombe, the castle of the same name is a splendid building
related to the Italian quattrocento. 
About fifteen kilometres from Aix-en-Provence, at the heart of the Durance valley and facing the
Luberon mountains, this jewel shines in its lush greenery where the deer frolic while swans glide
over the water in the basin. Following an alliance, in 1810, the castle belong to Saporta family.
The domain of Fonscolombe is now one of the largest vineyards in Provence.

TERROIR
Stony ground to argillaceous matrix.

WINEMAKING
"Saignee" and direct pressing at a controlled temperature (18°).

VARIETALS
Cinsault, Grenache, Syrah

Contains sulphites. 

TASTING
Pale pink colors with purple hints. 
Fine, distinguished nose with fruity notes. 
Nice balance, tender, and pleasant with good length. 

SERVING
To be served fresh (8-10°) 
To be enjoyed within the year.

FOOD PAIRINGS
Very pleasant as an aperitif, with a bouillabaisse, a seafood pie, a calf sweetbread, a tabbouleh, or
with any light summer dish.
